An Introduction to Child Protection LSCB E- Learning 
Lancashire LSCB has updated the Child Protection E-Learning course. 
This has been approved by the LSCB as an introduction/Basic CP course around safeguarding and child protection. 
This training is designed for all staff across Lancashire who are working with children and young people within the statutory, voluntary and independent sectors.
The training is hosted by Moodle within 'Lancashire Children's and Young People's Trust Virtual Environment'.

It is recommended that all staff caring for children from a wide range of settings access the on- line training, this could be in addition to attending the Basic child protection training course.
The child protection E-Learning will NOT replace the current face to face child protection training that is offered to early years/childcare professionals by LCC. 
The e – learning course can be accessed via ANY computer as long as the user has a valid email account to register, this can be any e mail account it does NOT have to be an LCC or works e mail address. Therefore new staff can access the training prior to taking up a post within a children's centre or other early years setting. 
The first time you use the site you will need to complete the registration details. Once these have been completed you should receive your confirmation email straight away. You then need to click on the email to verify your account. 
The LSCB E – Learning course is separated into 2 Groups. 
Group 1 course is mandatory for everyone who works with children, young people and families and provides a basic introduction to safeguarding and child protection. This could include volunteers and parents etc.
Group 2 course is for those in regular contact with children, young people and families. 

You must have completed Group 1 course before attempting the Group 2 training. 
 Practitioners in regular contact or who have a period of intense but irregular contact with children, young people and/or parents/carers and also those who may be in a position to identify concerns about maltreatment, including those that may arise from the use of CAF would be required to complete the Group 2 training. 
The   Group 2 E- Learning course is designed to support staff in a variety of ways these include:

· Understand the definitions and indicators of child abuse

· Be aware of the inquiries and legislation underpinning child protection

· Know what to do if you are concerned about the safety and wellbeing of a child
As you navigate the course there are scenarios and questions throughout in order to test your knowledge.
At the end there is a quiz and the option to print off a certificate on successful completion of the course. This will be useful to retain for Continuing Professional Development purposes.

Within Ofsted inspections for all settings there is a high emphasis on matters relating to safeguarding and the protection of children. If all staff have completed the basic training via the E- Learning this will go some way to evidence their ability to appropriately safeguard and protect the children in their care.
