	SESSION 5  Restorative Justice.

LESSON OVERVIEW

This lesson uses filmed interviews of people talking about Restortive Justice and restorative practice. There is also a film clip from Granada Reports, Adam’s Dad had a meeting with the young man who killed his son.
	LESSON OUTCOMES

By the end of the session students will be able to:
1. Understand What the Restorative Justice process is about.
2. Explore the reasons why Restorative Justice is used and the impact on the victim and the offender.
3. Understand the rationale behind sentencing and the purpose of custodial sentences and rehabilitation.

	Teacher will briefly introduce film clip about Restorative Justice. Ask students to think about the reason why a victim would want to meet the person who committed the crime against them.

	Students watch Interviews film clip.

	Students to watch filmed piece and note the reasons why they think a victim would want to meet the person who committed the crime against them.

	Teacher monitors groups and helps to facilitate discussion of possible reasons for meeting the offender. 
	Students work in groups and discuss the reasons they have identified for a Restorative Justice meeting.

Each group to be ready to feedback different reasons.
	Teacher monitors discussion and manages feedback.

	Students watch film clip about Adam’s Dad meeting the young man who killed Adam. After watching it , working in groups the students will consider the question -  ‘What were the consequences for the young man who threw the punch that killed Adam?’

	In groups students discuss the different consequences for the young man who killed Adam and list them.

	Monitor the contribution of individuals in groups. Record feedback.

	3
	Introduce topic of sentencing. How do we assess what is fair? Is property seen as more important than people?
	Contribute to class discussion on sentencing.

	Manage class discussion to include full contribution.

	10 mins
	3
	Students to work in pairs to discuss the purpose of the sentence. Look at the issues of punishment, public safety and rehabilitation.
	Work in pairs to look at purpose of sentencing and which is the most important of the three main aspects.
	Monitor outcomes.

	Conclusion of the lesson will bring together the key areas identified about the reasons for the Restorative Justice process and the purpose of sentencing.
