	SESSION 6.  Police Interview.

LESSON OVERVIEW

This lesson uses a filmed interview with senior police officers to stimulate discussion about the criminal justice system and the police overview on alcohol related crime. It asks the question ‘How can the police help to keep our young people safer on nights out?’
	LESSON OUTCOMES

By the end of the session students will be able to:
1. Understand how the police try to manage the town centres at night, particularly alcohol related violence.
2. Explore the effects of budget cuts and the effects on police presence on the streets.
3. Understand the way nights out can be made safer and different agencies that can support this.

	Teacher monitors groups and helps to facilitate discussion of key points. Go through questions as class activity and note key issues from each group on whiteboard. 
	Students work in groups and discuss the key issues they have identified for each question.

Each group to be ready to feedback one issue for each question. 
	Teacher monitors discussion and manages feedback.

	Question for students to consider still in groups. ‘If you had the opportunity to speak to a Senior Police Officer – what would you want to say about the violence in our town centres?’ Each group identify one question you would want to ask?


	In groups students discuss a question they would like to ask of a Senior Police officer and feedback to the rest of the group.

	Monitor the contribution of individuals in groups. Record feedback.

	Introduce topic of external agencies which support the work done by the police and ask students how much they are aware of these. (Town Pastors, paramedics, safe havens, etc.).
	Contribute to class discussion on external agencies.

	Manage class discussion to include full contribution.

	Working in pairs and using the knowledge gained from the first part of the lesson, list four things that the police or other external agencies could do to make nights out safer.
	Work in pairs to devise list.
	Monitor outcomes.

	Conclusion of the lesson will bring together the key areas identified to make the streets safer
