	SESSION 4.  Drama Workshop.

LESSON OVERVIEW

This lesson uses a filmed Drama Workshop to stimulate discussion and role play work to develop understanding of the way a simple catalyst can totally change a good night out into a tragedy. It also explores the way young women can have a very positive or very negative impact on a situation.
	LESSON OUTCOMES

By the end of the session students will be able to:
1. Understand the term ‘catalyst’ and how was significant in this incident.
2. Explore the influence of young women and how this can be very positive or very negative.
3. Understand the way minor situations can be dealt with responsibly or lead to violence and tragedy if handled badly.

	Teacher will briefly introduce filmed Drama Workshop. Ask students to see how a really good night out became a tragedy.

	Students watch drama workshop 

	Students to watch filmed piece and look for the catalyst.

	Teacher to put students into groups to discuss what was the key point identified as the ‘catalyst’ and why.
	Group activity. 
	Teacher monitors discussion.

	Ask students to consider the influence of young women in this situation.
Make a list of examples of the way the influence can be positive or negative.
All of the groups feedback - positives and negatives listed on the whiteboard.

Where appropriate show the same can be true of the boys’ response to girls who get very drunk or display violent behaviour.
	In groups the students list the negative and positive effects of the influence of young women and note on worksheets.

	Monitor the contribution of individuals in groups.

	Working in small groups and using role play, think of any conflict situation you may have seen or even been part of. Devise two scenarios one with a positive outcome and one with a negative outcome.

Each group will perform their role plays and those watching will identify the catalyst.
	Devise two role play scenarios.
Perform scenarios to rest of class whilst they identify catalyst.
	Monitor preparation and performance of role play.

	4 mins
	3
	Conclusion of the lesson will bring together the idea of personal responsibility in these situations. 

It will also clearly identify the way that small situations can be dealt with responsibly or can lead to very unnecessary aggression, violence and sometimes tragedy.
For the next lesson students to consider the role of the police in keeping the young people safe when out at night.
