These are the questions that were put to the police officers.

Whilst watching the film, make notes under each question of the key points you think are important or need further discussion.
Questions
1.  Following the tragic death of Adam, have the policing strategies changed within the town centre?

2.  Do you think police should focus on putting police officers on the streets? Will the recent government cuts affect policing on the streets and alcohol related violence?

3.  Do the police liaise with the Door Staff in clubs/pubs to try to combat alcohol fuelled violence on nights out?  Do you think that more communication between Door Staff and the police would make an impact on the levels of drunken violent behaviour?

4. Do you think alcohol related violence, particularly in young people, is less of a problem in other countries, if so what do you think is the reason?

5.  Does being in prison actually rehabilitate and punish prisoners so they won’t commit a crime again?

6. "Do you believe that people who break the law are aware of the possible consequences of their actions before they commit crimes? For example, do you think that the man who hit Adam knew that he could get a 4 year sentence?"
If you had the opportunity to speak to a Senior Police Officer – what would you want to say about the violence in our town centres? Write down a question you would want to ask?
