Visit our Download Library at 

www.lancashire.gov.uk/ebooks

and login with your library number 

and PIN

http://www.lancashire.gov.uk/ebooks


Register

My Account

Go to your account to see your loans 

plus reservations, loan history and 

remaining loans you have available

You can browse the library using the 
menu or search for an author or title



Preview

Click on a book to view details and 

‘Preview’ to hear a sample of the book 
played in your browser

You can borrow Audiobooks 

with just one click



Reserve

When browsing or searching you 

can also choose to only view books 
that are available now

If a book is on 

loan, you can click 

to reserve it.

You are 

guaranteed that 

the book will be 

ready by the date 
shown



When you’ve confirmed your loan, a 

download page will open.

But before you download the 

Audiobook, it’s good idea to create a 

new folder for your library audiobooks, 

e.g. in ‘My Music’ or ‘My Documents’

Download



Download

On the Download page, click to 

‘download complete eAudiobook’.

This page also gives further instructions 
to help with your download.



Extract
The audiobook will be downloaded as a 

compressed zip file which will need 
extracting

Go to your download folder and 

highlight the .zip file and choose the 

menu option to ‘Extract’ or right-click 

and choose ‘Extract All…’

You’ll now be asked where to save the 

book, ‘Browse’ and choose your 
Audiobook folder and click ‘Extract’



Play

Open you media player. 

It may automatically detect your 

audiobooks, or you my have to point 
it to them using Options/Preferences.

You can now listen and browse 
within the book.



Expired
Expired loans can no longer be read, 

so you can delete them

Go to your Audiobook folder, highlight 

the item, right click and choose ‘Delete’.
(You can delete the .zip file as soon as you’ve 

successfully extracted the book.)

You can return a book early at any time 

so you can borrow more. This can be 

done in ‘My Account’ by clicking ‘Return’.



Transfer

Connect your music player to your 

computer. Your media player should 

detect it.

Highlight the book and click to add it to 

your music player



Transfer

Alternatively, Open your music player’s 

files using Windows Explorer, then Drag 

and Drop the book on to your player.

Books can also be burned to CD

Most books will require a number of 

CDs/DVDs, as the high capacity of 

DVDs cannot be utilized when creating 

a playable audio CD.
