Let’s find out about, let’s explore, let’s create, let’s imagine, let’s talk about, let’s discover…….


Dragons
Initial Resources:

· Books – fiction and non- fiction, 
· Photographs images, pictures, postcards

· A range of different dragons to explore/talk about – dragons /mythical creatures, fire breathing dragons, Chinese dragons, Welsh dragons, dragons and lizards

· Nest, egg, straw, leaves, cardboard box 

· Golden fabric, golden ball
Introducing the Provocation:
· Introduce ‘dragons’ to the children – through key person time or resources set up a dragon’s cave in the room/on a display/corner of the room….. for children to look at /explore and talk about 
· Ensure an adult is available to talk to children and/or listen to/observe their initial responses. 
Possible Activities:
· Add different types of dragons for the children to look at, touch, explore. Encourage the children to observe features, colours, textures, and talk about similarities and differences

· Add photographs, postcards and simple books about dragons – different types of dragons for the children to share and talk about.

· provide a video clip/s, and images of dragons for children to access alongside the resources on an ipad /laptop/whiteboard …. Prompt children to look at how they move, where they live, what they eat. 
· Add a dragon nest /egg to the area, or provide resources (natural and junk) for the children to make their own nest for the dragon
· Offer red, blue, brown, or green playdough and a range of tools to make dragons, incorporating features such as wings, tail, mouth, claws, wings, ears, etc. Add equipment to make patterns/scales.
· Provide drawing /painting tools and equipment alongside pictures of dragons for the children to create their own ‘dragon’

· Provide made and natural materials /junk along with ‘fixing’ resources to make model dragons.

· Offer dragons, along with fabrics, cardboard boxes, natural materials such as straw, leaves for the children to make their own dragon’s cave /nest

Finding Out about: - What do we want to know about dragons?
· Are they real/not real? 
· What does a dragon look like? Colour, size, texture?
· What features does a dragon have? 

· Where they live – their environment? Real /mythical
· What would they eat – how would they find their food?
· How would they move?
Key Vocabulary:

Dragon, nest, egg, scales, claws, tail, 
Key Learning (skills, concepts, knowledge):
· Communication  & Language – asking questions, vocabulary development, describing dragons – features /textures, movement, names, etc
· Understanding the world – observe /describe similarities /differences – dragons, where they live, what they eat, how they move.

· EAD – dragons/nests/eggs - drawing, painting, construction – junk, clay/dough, commercial kits; 
· Literacy – label parts of dragons they have drawn, write facts about dragons, use books to find out information about dragons, share dragon stories book, recalling facts and re-telling stories
