Let’s find out about, let’s explore, let’s create, let’s imagine, let’s talk about, let’s discover…….


Football Crazy
Initial Resources:
· Football bag
· Football figures

· Pictures of pitch /Stadium /Advertising /seating/scoreboard
Introducing the Provocation:

· Talk to children about the bag with football picture on…what do they think might be in the bag?

· Show items/pictures and tell the children they are going to make a football pitch /stadium (not life size!)

· Discuss what they might need….sharing their ideas

Possible Activities:
· Leave paper, photographs, pens, out for the children to draw /write their ideas

· Share ideas and create a list of things they need to collect…cardboard boxes, artificial grass, tape, paper, scissors, etc.

· Provide resources /opportunities for children to design shirts and logos for the stadium

· Make posters and programmes for games, tickets, score cards, etc

· Provide books and photographs alongside opportunities to look at images on screen to provide ideas

· Leave paper/pictures in creative area for children to draw their own football stadium /shirt designs, etc.

· Organise opportunities outside for children to set up and hold a simple football match….involve children in preparations….as above – tickets, programmes, posters
· Provide opportunities for the children to initiate their own football games /matches outside….with different roles….players, referee, scorer, fans, etc

Key Learning (skills, concepts, knowledge):

PSED – work as part of a group, sharing ideas and organise activities, following rules, play co-operatively, take account of ideas of others, 

Communication and Language – listen and respond to others ideas, and communicate their ideas and actions

Physical – gross motor movements, spatial awareness, co-ordination, balance, speed, negotiating obstacles, control of a ball with feet, kicking at a target. Handling tools for drawing, writing and scissors for cutting, etc.. Talk about physical changes when playing football  - hot, sweaty, thirsty, heart beating fast, etc

EAD – Use tools and equipment safely and to make football stadium….use different techniques to join and assemble, draw their ideas and share with others – football shirts, logos, stadium, etc.

· Simple video /powerpoint of football game /photographs to stimulate ideas

· Visit from a ‘footballer’ from local team, or Year 6 child

· Visit to football ground…if possible

· Opportunities to watch school team play a short game for the children /play with them
