Let’s find out about, let’s explore, let’s create, let’s imagine, let’s talk about, let’s discover…….


Pet Show
Initial Resources:
· Soft toy animal: pets – dogs, cats, rabbits, farm animals: pigs, hens, ducks, other animals: snakes, lizards,  Different sizes and more than 3 of each 

· Podium for first, second, third

· Cages /animal crates/carriers/pens (cardboard boxes, string, tape, to make these

· Signs – dogs, cats, rabbits, pigs, hens, etc.

· Rosettes / Trophy ( or resources to make them)
· Score sheets – shiny coat, healthy teeth, waggiest tail, cute face, floppiest ears, etc…..
· Bowls for animals – drink /food

Introducing the Provocation:

· Make a podium and put three animals on with 1st 2nd and 3rd prizes /rosettes

· Ask children what they think the animals have done to win the prizes
· Tell children they are going to have a Pet Show, and they are going to prepare the area and make all the arrangements and equipment needed

· Show photographs /pictures of pet shows and discuss with the children what need to do 
Possible Activities:
· Set up an area in the classroom to create the Pet Show….which might take place at the end of the week.
· Children decide which animals will be included in their show

· Children can collect animals, junk, to make the area, the cages, podium, show area,

· Children can make posters, rosettes, notices/signs, invitations

· Children to decide what the show will give prizes for ….most obedient dog, fluffiest cat, etc  and whether there will be training for pets
What happens at a Pet Show?
· What is a pet show? Which animals can take part?

· What equipment do we need?

· Where might we keep the animals?

· How do we make a podium?

· What prizes will we give?

· How do we judge the best animal? Who will be the judge?

· How do the owners prepare their animals? Grooming, training?

· How would we advertise the show? Where and when would it take place?
Key Learning (skills, concepts, knowledge):

Communication and Language – listening, interacting, asking and answering questions as appropriate, engaging in conversations, following and giving instructions, talking about what is happening/what is going to happen
EAD – uses resources to make props for pet show, selecting as appropriate and constructing and making with a purpose in mind, uses a range of tools and techniques, and experiments with different resources to create different effects, talk about and use the resources they have made in their play, represent their ideas and thoughts through the play
The World – knowledge of different types of animals, observation of similarities and differences /features of different animals, talk about why animals are the same or different, and how they might change as they grow from a baby to an adult
Literacy – reading simple words, enjoying stories /books about animals /pet shows, finding out information from books, writing signs, labels, captions, simple sentences about their animals, in the context of the pet show – favourite /facts/why it’s the best in show, etc.
Additional  Resources, 
· Short video clips of pet show /different types of animals

· Visit from someone who might organize a pet show or take their animals to a pet show

· Organize an outdoor Pet show and invite other classes form school….could be a whole school event…..this will require additional resources as appropriate….letters, equipment, etc.
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
