Let’s find out about, let’s explore, let’s create, let’s imagine, let’s talk about, let’s discover…….


Daily Doodle
Initial Resources:
· Book – ‘Doodling Daniel’ – Joyce Dunbar

· Rolls of white paper

· Different sizes /lengths of paper (small squares /strips of paper), different colours

· Silver /bronze/gold crayons

· Coloured pencil crayons….red, blue, green, yellow….different shades

· Colour charts /coloured objects /pictures
· Doodle cards ….’draw different coloured lines’ (different lengths/thickness), draw different types of patterns…spirals, swirls, loops, zigzags, curves; draw different shapes; draw simple pictures…..cat, dog, boat, house, car, tree, sun, etc.
Introducing the Provocation:
· Share the book with the children….talk about the picture, and the backgrounds, the colours, patterns and encourage the children to talk about what they see, think, feel, etc. 
· Leave the book with a large roll of paper and thick and thin coloured pencil crayons in the creative area /writing area /outside and encourage the children to doodle their own patterns

· Adults add a daily doodle to prompt children to look at talk about and add to….
Possible Activities:
· Offer large, small, long short, and a range of different sized paper for the children to choose from
· Choose colour themes /shades…..blues, greens, reds, purples, blacks, etc

· Offer different types of patterns and shapes for the children to explore

· Encourage the children to select different sized papers and to begin to discuss the starting points/ ideas behind their creative work

· Encourage the children to add pictures to their work….related or random pictures

· Provide instruction sheets for the children to follow to create their picture…(1) include thick lines and thin lines, (2) to add a swirl or a spiral, (3) to add a zigzag or a loop, to fill the paper, to use a different colour, to add a picture….etc.
Explore pattern and colours
· Respond to different stimuli…books, pictures, instructions
· To use and explore different colours, patterns, shapes, pictures in their creative work

· To make choices about colours, patterns, pictures, paper, scale for their work

· Opportunities to talk about and share their ideas with others

Key Learning (skills, concepts, knowledge):
Communication and Language – listen to and give attention to what others say, ask questions, make appropriate comments, follow simple instructions, develop vocabulary related to patterns, pictures, objects; give simple explanations, use talk to discuss their ideas and thinking.  
EAD – experiments with different drawing tools to create different effects, explores the use of colours , thinks of different ways of using drawing tools and chooses tools and colours for a purpose, creates representations of events, people and objects.
Physical – holds & controls different drawing tools, draws lines, circles, patterns, and simple objects using different drawing tools.
Additional  Resources, :
· Photographs and pictures of patterns and doodles – these could be from adults, other children, from internet images

· Cameras for children to take photographs of their work

· Frames for the children to display their work

· Talking pegs to record instructions

· Different writing equipment….chalks, pastels, felt pens, etc.

· Patterns in the environment….snails, plants, brickwork, etc.
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
