Afterwards, talk to your child. Praise her/him for
their achievements and talk about how they can
improve.

Parents Meetings
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At least once a year, parents/carers will be invited to
talk to their child's teacher at school.
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The meeting will last about 15 minutes. A longer
meeting can be made for another day, if necessary.
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Before the meeting, ask your child if they want you
to talk to the teacher about friends, homework,
school dinners etc.
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What happens during the meeting?
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The teacher will tell you how your
child is doing at school.
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You can look at your child's work and books.
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The teacher can tell you how you can help your child
at home.
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You can ask questions about attendance, homework,
friends etc.
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
