	Gathering Content and Planning:  Generate ideas for Outcome 1 and Outcome 2. Explore possible choices: new setting, new character, new action scene etc and develop vocabulary, phrases and sentences to add to a planning frame. Consider writing opportunities in this phase which will support the final outcomes / application of taught grammar skills.

	Writing Phase (Outcome 1):  Teacher explicitly models the writing process for the extended written outcome (Outcome 1). Based on the agreed plot/text structure, the teacher takes sections of the text each day and models the key compositional and grammar skills relevant for that section. 

No new grammar skills should be taught during this phase - instead, attention must be given to modelling the application of grammar taught earlier in the sequence and/or year. 
Using the modelled write and their own planning and gathering content ideas to support, pupils follow by writing their own composition.
